representative during one of their visits to the
airport and signing the voting document to
endorse your ASU Log of Claims.

It is our strong recommendation that if you
are provided with new documents to sign or
are notified that a vote will be undertaken by
the Company to determine your employment
conditions, that you contact the ASU
immediately on 07 3252 8666.
